We are wrapping up our series, ñItôs The End Of 
The World As We Know Itò. Every generation has 
it's end time prophecy to lead people astray and 
sell lot's of books in the process. Of the over four 
hundred verses in the book of Revelations, more 
than two-thirds allude to passages in the Old Tes-
tament.  Why, then, do we treat Revelation as a 
special case? Why do we look for the key to its 
mysteries in this morning's paper or some sensa-
tional book or movie. Throughout the history of the 
church, wrong teachings have appeared that tem-
porarily attract a large following, only to become 
fading fads.  A current example is dispensation 
theology found in the left behind books. We want 
to teach the next generation to understand the 
Bible for all it's worth and to be ready for the return 
of the King today, tomorrow, or 10,000 years from 
now. 
 
We will begin a new series called SCARREDò. The 
challenge of life isn't avoiding pain (since that's 
impossible), the real challenge is how to deal with 
pain when it happens. How to manage and heal 
from the wounds life inflicts on us. We want to help 
students recognize and deal  with the most painful 
experiences in their life. And most importantly, 
they'll see how God can take their pain and use it 
to make beauty. 

 

February is considered the month of ñloveò.  Letôs 
celebrate it by showing our love to the one who 
loves us the most, God!! 
 

This month we will be teaching our preschoolers 
the most important truth they can ever learn,   
ñLove God with all your heart. Matthew 22:37,ò 
Everything else we teach our preschoolers hangs 
on this greatest commandment.  It is so important 
we get this right, because without a love for God 
nothing really matters. 
 

And how do we love God with all our hearts?  We 
look to Jesus to show us.  Through the month of 
February we will examine several Bible stories in 
which Jesus demonstrates how we can show our 
love to God.  One of those ways is by doing what 
He wants us to do.  Our preschoolers will hear 
how Mary and Joseph were worried when they

discover that Jesus is not  
with them when traveling home from  
Jerusalem.  Then they return to the temple and 
find Him teaching in the temple at the young age 
of 12. 
 
Loving people is another way to show our love to 
God.  In Matthew 22: 34-40 our preschoolers will 
discover how Jesus chose Saul to spread the 
Good News of salvation to all people.  Talking to 
God is a very important and personal way to show 
our love to God.  They will learn that they can talk 
to God, and we call that prayer. 
 
By the end of this month we want our preschoolers 
to begin thinking about the God who loves them 
and how they can return that love to God.  We will 
be repeating those words, ñLove God with all of 
your heartò over and over with our preschoolers so 
these words will be buried deep in their heart.  So 
as they grow they will become people who pas-
sionately love God.

ñLove each other deeply. Honor others more 

than yourselves,ò (Romans 12:10, NIrV). 
 

Itôs time for the Ultimate Challenge of showing the 
highest degree of honor, and this February, the 
childrenôs department is stepping up to the chal-
lenge!  Weôll be using the Bible and looking to 
David as a mentor and exploring his life in 1 and 2 
Samuel, and we will define honor as ñletting some-
one know you see how valuable they really are.ò   
 
Week 1, we will look at how God chooses the next 
king from an unexpected placeðthe youngest boy 
watching sheep in the fields (1 Samuel 16:1-13). 
Weôll notice that God doesnôt see as the world 
sees; He looks at the heart instead.  
 
Week 2, weôre discovering that honor can also be 
shown between friends. In this Bible story, weôre 
introduced to the current king, Saul, and his son, 
Jonathan. (1 Samuel 18:1-4 & 5-9).  Saul is in-
creasingly more concerned about his own status 
and power. But Jonathan values his relationship 
with David more.  
 
Week 3, weôre discovering that itôs important to 
honor the people in charge of you. If you donôt and 
you dishonor them, it usually doesnôt end well. 
Often, people get hurt. Just ask King Davidôs son, 
Absalom. He rebels because he thinks heôd make 
a better king (2 Samuel 15:1-16a, 18:5-7, 15, 31-
33). 
 
Week 4, weôre discovering that another way to 
show honor is through worship. In this Bible story, 
King David is so excited that the ark of the cove-
nantðand Godôs presenceðis finally coming to 
his city, that he dances on and off the whole way 
there! (2 Samuel 6:12b-22a). 
 
Join us this month, take on the Ultimate Challenge 
and look for ways to show others how valuable 
they really are, look for opportunities to share 
publicly who God is, what He means to you and 
how Heôs shown up in your life.  Are You up for the 
Ultimate Challenge?
